If there is a single item in a bin (Quantity is one/Unit of Measure is ‘Each’) and the item has a Serial Number already associated with it, the system will display the Serial Number as a read only field.






		


When a bin containing multiples of an item (Quantity is greater than one/Unit of Measure is not ‘Each’) has a Serial Number associated with the bin, the system will not display that Serial Number and will permit a new Serial Number. 


		


When a bin contains multiples of an item, the system will display a Create Bin button instead of the “Continue” button. On the submission of the Condition, the system will create a new bin of quantity one. This new bin will be a Non UII GFP that has all the related information populated from the original Non UII GFP document plus the added Condition. This bin will have the Quantity of one, ‘Each’ as a Unit of Measure, the system date as a creation date and the user’s user ID as an initiator.
